MAJOR ASSIGNMENTS:  

Students MUST complete ALL of the following assignments with a minimum of 60% in order to pass IUL:

1)  Attendance at 3 campus events


You must attend at least one (1) campus event from at least three (3) of the following categories.   Proper documentation of attendance must be provided.   Many events are listed in your Student Planner, others will be announced in class when appropriate.

1. Intellectual: Food for Thought lectures; Lecture Series (Ashbrook Lectures;  Environmental Lecture; Connecting Faith, Politics and Action Series; etc); or other with approval of instructor

2. Cultural: Minority Student Services event; International Club programs such as World Cafes; Theater productions; Art Exhibits; Orchestra/Choir performances; Madrigal Feaste or other with approval of instructor

3. Physical: AU athletic events; AU intramural events; or other with approval of instructor

4. Spiritual: Fellowship of Christian Athletes; Newman Campus Ministries; Hope Fellowship; Meal and More; University Church; or other with approval of instructor

5. Service: Community Care events; PROUD Tutorial program; Habitat for Humanity; AU GIVS; Donate Blood; Empty Bowls; or other with approval of instructor

6. Social: Events sponsored by campus groups such as Campus Activities Board, Residence Life/Halls, Greek Life, Recreational Services (non-intramural), etc.

Events should NOT be ones for which you will be earning credit for another class or ones sponsored by a group to which you belong.  The goal is to expand your experiences by attending something different from what you would normally attend—you should attend events that are “outside of your normal comfort range” for this assignment.  Events should be Ashland University sponsored events.

2)  Weekly e-mail updates
As your advisor this semester, Dr. Swanson would like to receive weekly updates as to how you are responding to challenges and opportunities in your educational development.  You should e-mail Dr. Swanson every Friday by 5pm to let him know the challenges and successes you encountered during the week.  This need not be a long e-mail, but should be similar to what you might send to your family or friends regarding your week at AU.
3)  Information Literacy Assignment

Details of this assignment will be handed out at a later date, with a tentative due date of Friday, October 27th.

4) Writing Assignments

Three 2-3 page papers will be assigned during the semester related to topics covered in class.  The main goal for these assignments will be to practice your writing skills and develop your critical thinking skills.  Dr. Swanson will give you specific topics for these papers during the semester, possibly based upon outside speakers who give presentations in our class.  At least one of these papers will be the reflection paper required by the master syllabus.
5)  Attendance at Career Development Center session about majors and related careers

You must sign up on-line for a Career Development Center session by September 8th, with sessions being offered between September 18th and September 28th.   If you have an unexcused absence from your scheduled session, you will receive 0 points for this assignment.  Additionally, you will need to reschedule the session and write an additional 2-3 page paper on a career-related topic.

6)  Degree Plan 

You will create a tentative degree plan for you selected major.  If you are still undecided about your major, then you must select a potential major and create a degree plan for it.
7)  Spring 2007 Schedule


With advice from Dr. Swanson, you will create a schedule for the Spring 2007 semester, get appropriate signatures, and register on line.
8)  Attendance and Class Participation


Attendance and participation is expected of each student during every class.  MORE THAN 3 ABSENCES IS AN AUTOMATIC F IN THE COURSE, MEANING YOU WILL NEED TO REPEAT THE COURSE.  Please notify me as soon as possible (preferably in advance) if you must miss a class.  If the missed class is due to participation in an AU program, than a written notice should be given as soon as possible.  Although class attendance is important, a successful student actively listens, effectively questions, and participates in class discussions.  Class participation will be evaluated on a weekly basis by assigning 0, 2, or 4 points based upon the following criteria:

4 = Punctual for class, voluntarily participates in class discussions, has clearly completed reading assignments, takes notes and asks questions, positive and enthusiastic attitude


2 = Attends class, responds when called upon, but doesn’t regularly participate


0 = Shows up late to class, no evidence of preparing for class by completing reading assignments, inattentive during class discussions, disrupts class activities
9)  Plagiarism Awareness Assignment

As part of our discussion of Ashland University’s Academic Integrity policy, you will complete a plagiarism awareness assignment, a copy of which will the placed in your academic advising folder.

10)  Office Visit Assignment  

You will visit with each of your professors during one of his/her office hours early in the semester to request a signature.  This assignment will hopefully help make you feel more at ease about approaching your professors outside of class in office hours when you need extra help with an assignment.
